Demonstrate How you are going to convince people. 

Guide Guests on how to speak to people. 

Enable Guests and their speaking abilities.

 How to convince yourself in becoming a lodge officer. 

 How to convince your superiors in you becoming a lodge officer. 

 How to convince your peers in you becoming a lodge officer.

Give the guests reasons why they should become a lodge officer. 

 

 

Convincing your superiors        10 minutes 

Teach guests how they can convince their parents, chapter adviser, etc. 

 

 

Convincing your peers        10 minutes 

Teach guests how they can convince their peers and win their votes. 

 

 

Activity: Convince your partner why you would be a great lodge officer  7 

minutes 

Guests try to convince their partner why they would be a great lodge officer.
